This fall marks the opening of the Casa de Cristo Theological 

Seminary. The first classes to be offered will be Systematic 

Theology and Biblical Greek taught by Dr. Priscilla Crane and 

Church History taught by the Rev. Dr. Adero C E Allison. 

Some of you may want to know what distinguishes this seminary 

from Bible Studies the church continues to offer and from other 

seminaries. 

Unlike church Bible studies the seminary offers college level 

coursework for anyone who desires a deeper understanding of 

God and Humankind. Those who complete a full course of study 

will earn Masters’ or Doctoral level degrees.  

In addition no-one will be turned away because of their sexual orientation or gender identity. We believe that God 

chooses whom He will to serve.

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Prerequisites for entering the Graduate School of Theology 

 

 It is preferred that degree candidates possess either a Bachelor of Arts or a Bachelor of Science degree.  

However consideration will be given to those candidates who possess at least an Associate of Arts or Science 

along with some ministerial experience. Upon successful completion of 120 cumulative credits students will 

earn a Bach of Theology degree. 

 Ministry Candidates must also provide a statement of faith, and be willing to submit to a doctrinal 

interview by either members of the faculty, or by the pastoral staff of Casa de Cristo Evangelical Church.  The 

candidates’ acceptance into a degree program will be largely determined by this doctrinal stand. 

 Individuals who desire may attend classes without earning academic credit.  The grade of "audit" is 

awarded to those who have elected not to receive a letter grade for a course in which grades are typically 

awarded. 

 

Application Process 

The Casa de Cristo Theological Seminary holds a rolling admissions process.  That means that files are reviewed as soon 

as they are completed.  This also means that your application is a self-managed process.  While, initially, we will notify 

you of missing items, it is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure that all requirements are received in a timely manner.  

All materials do not need to be submitted simultaneously.  However, your file will not be considered for admission until 

it is completed.  Once complete, the Admissions process takes 2-3 business weeks under normal circumstances.

This includes High School and any post-high school 
institution.

APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS 

1) APPLICATION FEES:  The application fee is $35.  If a student has been out of class for more than two semesters 

without going through the formal withdrawal process, a new application and the reapplication fee of $25 must be 

submitted.  Please make checks payable to “CDCTS – Admissions.”  The application fee is non-refundable.  

2) STATEMENT OF PRIOR EXPERIENCE:  All applicants must report their prior ministerial experience. In some 

instances life experience credit may be granted based on prior experience. Students wishing to have life experience 

considered in consideration of degree completion should note this on the top of the Statement of Prior Experience. 

Reference letters will be required from persons who have observed the applicant in active ministry. 
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3) OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPTS:  Transcripts cannot be delivered by the applicant, stamped “Issued to student” or faxed.  

Please have the Registrar at your high school* and colleges (if applicable) mail your transcripts directly to the Admissions 

Office at Casa de Cristo Theological Seminary.  We need official transcripts from all educational institutions attended – 

even if only for one class or a study abroad experience. 

Home school students:  Please mail your transcript to the Admissions Office at Casa de Cristo Seminary.  A home school 

transcript must include class names, letter grades (not percentages), a cumulative grade point average and graduation 

date.  The transcript must also be signed by the home school administrator. 

* Students who have 24 hours or more of college credit do not need to submit a High School transcript. 

4) RECOMMENDATION FORMS:  Three Recommendation Forms are to be completed by individuals who have known 

you longer than one year.  We prefer that the three recommendations come from a professor, an employer, and a minister.  

One form must be from your current pastor/ministry leader. 

 Recommendation forms may not be completed by family members. 

 Students who do not attend the church that holds their membership must submit a total of four 
recommendations. 
A Recommendation Form must come from a ministry leader who knows you personally. 

5) SPIRITUAL AUTOBIOGRAPHY:  An autobiography between 250 – 500 words should provide an overview of your 

life. Please include these details in your autobiography: 

1. Describe your conversion (life before you believed the gospel, brief explanation of the gospel and how you came 
to believe it, and how your life has changed since your conversion). 

2. Understanding of your call to ministry, including spiritual gifts. 
3. Other significant life events. 
4. Reasons for applying to Casa de Cristo Theological Seminary. 

6) OFFICIAL SAT/ACT SCORE:  Students who are 24 years of age and older or who have 15 or more hours at an 

accredited institution and have a “C”(2.5) average or higher are not required to submit scores. A copy of the official 

notification you received may be accepted in lieu of official notification from the testing service. 

TRANSFER CREDIT 

Prospective students desiring to transfer credit from another seminary should contact the Academic Advisor.  After 

enrollment, an official evaluation will be completed upon the receipt of the Transfer of Credit Evaluation Form, and 

required documentation. 

ACADEMIC ADVISORS 

Each student is assigned a personal Academic Advisor.  The primary responsibility of the Academic Advisor is to work 

with prospective students and new applicants. They will serve as your personal liaison to the full resources of Casa de 

Cristo Seminary and can assist you in making an easy transition to Casa de Cristo Seminary. 

Academic Advising remains available to students throughout the year.  

COURSE AUDITING 

Course Auditing allows completion of a course of study with no degree earned. This status requires the submission of the 

Application Form and spiritual autobiography.  An individual admitted as an auditing student will not earn a degree 

upon completion of his or her studies.   

APPLICANTS WITH AN INCOMPLETE BACHELOR’S DEGREE 
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Students with a 3.0 cumulative GPA who are within one semester of completing an undergraduate degree are invited to 

apply under our Academic Deficiency policy.  The undergraduate degree must be completed within one year of 

enrollment at Casa de Cristo Seminary. 

APPLICANTS WITH UNACCREDITED DEGREES – PROVISIONAL ADMISSION 

Applicants who hold a bachelor’s degree from a college or university lacking regional accreditation are evaluated on a 

case-by-case basis.  Provisional Admission may be granted if transcripts show a 3.0 cumulative GPA and a prescribed 

course of study that includes 60 hours of liberal arts study.  Course work must be in a variety of fields and no more than 

12 credit hours can be counted in any one field.  No more than 30 hours can be in ministry related fields. 

STUDENTS WITH ACCESSIBILITY AND LEARNING NEEDS 

Casa de Cristo Seminary is committed to making both campus facilities and degree programs accessible to students.  

Students who have accessibility needs or learning-related needs are encouraged to contact the Office of Student Services 

in order to determine how Casa de Cristo Seminary can assist in addressing those needs.

DOCTOR OF THEOLOGY 

The Doctor of Theology is a terminal academic degree in theology. It is a research degree, 

involving the publication of an original contribution to scholarship in the form of a 

dissertation, which is for most purposes the equivalent of a Doctor of Philosophy in Theology 

or a similar discipline. Th.D. programs are usually designed for theological scholarship 

within a religious tradition (most often, Christian). The Th.D. program requires a Master of 

Divinity or Theology degree or its equivalent from an accredited seminary or graduate school 

plus completion of an additional year of course work and completion of a research thesis.

DOCTOR OF MINISTRY 
The Doctor of Ministry degree program prepares men and women for advanced ministerial 

leadership so that they can effectively engage postmodern culture. The D.Min. program 

requires a Master of Divinity degree or its equivalent from an accredited seminary or 

graduate school, plus at least three years of full-time ministry experience after 

completion of a M.Div. or Th.M. degree. 

 

DOCTOR OF LETTERS 

The Doctor of Letters degree at CDC Theological Seminary is an honorary degree 

often conferred on those who have contributed substantially to the growth of 

Christianity in the LGBT Community.

Systematic theology is a discipline of Christian theology that attempts to formulate an 

orderly, rational, and coherent account of the Christian faith and beliefs. Inherent to a 

system of theological thought is that a method is developed, one which can be applied 

both broadly and particularly. Systematic theology draws on the foundations of the sacred 

texts of Christianity, and also looks to the development of doctrine over the course of 

history, philosophy, science, and ethics to produce as full a view and as versatile a 

philosophical approach as possible.

Koine Greek, “common Greek”, or “the common dialect” is the popular form of Greek 

which emerged in post-Classical antiquity (c.300 BC – AD 300). Other names are 

Alexandrian, Hellenistic, Patristic, Common, Biblical or New Testament Greek. Students 

will begin a study of Greek that allows a more comprehensive study of the New 

Testament in its original language and context. A basic understanding of Biblical Greek 

will assist students of the gospel to establish a foundation for continuing study of the 

New Testament texts.

The history of Christianity concerns the Christian religion and the development of the 

Christian Church from the ministry of Jesus and his Twelve Apostles and the Great 

Commission, to contemporary times and denominations. Christianity is an Abrahamic 

religion. Students of Christianity must develop an understanding of how this religion 

grew out of Judaism and developed an identity of its’ own.
